parking lot take the trail that heads east down a gentle slope to a small inlet. Here you take the first trail to

the left through low brush and vegetation for about 10 minutes until reaching the overhung drop at the rear

of the cave. The cave with a total length of 50 meters actually consists of a high cave tunnel in schist about

10 or 15 meters long where the back end of the original cave roof has collapsed.

Notes: The gatefold cover has a painting of a hand holding an artist's brush in the process of executing
several different imitations of prehistoric cave paintings on a rocky wall. Starting on the left, the prehistoric
copies range from a poor rendition of one of the standing bisons in Altamira Cave; two of the bowmen and
two red deer pierced with arrows borrowed from Hugo Obermaier's copies of the paintings in the Cova dels
Cavalls; above this is an eclipsed sun struck by a spear point; the upper portion of a red bull; a stick figure
paddling in a canoe; another stick figure riding a chariot drawn by two horses; a final stick figure carrying a
rifle where the figure somewhat resembles (in reverse) one of those from the Cueva Remigia (Ares del
Maestre, Castellan) (see below PC-RE-ES17).; and above this flies an old bi-plane. At the far right a hairy
hand starts to draw with a stick-brush on a blank part of the wall.

The interior of this gatefold jacket has a montage color photo of the five members of the Moody Blues (one
playing an acoustic guitar) sitting around a campfire inside the entrance of an imaginary cave. This group
photo has been superimposed on a background painting of the interior of the cave with its various
furnishings. The latter include a portable audio tape recorder, a bookcase full of books, a table and lamp, a
dog, and a large video tape recorder console. The view looking out the cave entrance shows needle-like
pinnacles on a distant mountain with a red sun overhead.

The principal
freeze, showing the four archers shooting at eight reindeer that are running in from the right, is from this
cave. However, just to the left of this freeze, the small figure with a spear pursuing two antlered reindeer is
from the nearby cave, Cova del M a sing €figbresnandJseveral pther
scattered figures could not be identified with specific caves. The three black outlined figures of a rhinoceros
and two reindeer do not belong here with the Levantine stick figures and it is quite possible that the artist
who did this collage drew these.

The back cover has more stick figures from various localities. The group of over 16 hunters on the left is
from the Cova del Civil in the Barranco [Gorge] de Valltorta. The black figure cut in half at the right edge of
the cover is the Valltorta archer from the Cova dels Cavalls. At the bottom center would appear to be a
distorted bison in the style of the Cueva de Altamira. The elongated running figure and the other various
black objects or symbols are from unidentified sites. The lightly sketched animal figures of elephant, oxen,
and 2 monkeys along the top could not be located either.

Inside the gatefold LP cover is a photo of a concert by the six members of this band and on the wall behind
the stage these same stick figures were painted in a different order. The inner sleeve has the lyrics of the
album songs and interspersed alongside the verses are individual or groups of the same stick figures and
drawings that appeared on the covers.

The front cover of the 1993 reissue CD is the same as for the LP, but the back cover just uses six scattered
figures taken from the front cover.

Today nothing is left of the cave and a row of apartment houses has been built in its place. (Pepe, 2007)
But in several areas further west where this cliff is still exposed it is seen to be covered with extensive
travertine deposits harboring several small caves.

The title display
cover shows a rolling coastal plain under a clear starlit sky during one of the Quaternary interglacial
periods. In the right foreground, there is a portion of a large cave entrance lit from within by firelight. A
Paleolithic painting of a resting bison (a rough copy of the one in the Altamira Cave ceiling) can be seen on
the cave wall. Outside in front of the cave are two prehistoric people, their backs turned to us. One squats
and plays a flute while the other stands (on left) looking out to the sea and the snow-covered mountains in
the distance.

daylight sky. The cave entrance is gated now by a stucco-coated brick wall and a steel door. Numerous
names, initials, and graffiti (including "lIbioi Los Mejores") are scribbled on the stucco. A signpost on a
nearby hill points the direction to "Altamira.” In the distance near the sea coast smoke and pollution hover
over the high-rise buildings of a large town.

The label of the reissue CD also reproduces a portion of the prehistoric cave entrance scene (see in this
section under Picture Discs).

Actually the narrow entrance to the Altamira Cave does not in any way resemble this cave entrance and
the polychrome paintings of the bulls are on the ceiling (not on the cave walls) located in a room a short
distance from the entrance. But since the album title song here is wholly dedicated to the Altamira Cave it
was considered appropriate to include this cover art with real caves rather than imaginary caves.

Notes: The music from this stupid third-rate espionage film has
nothing to do with caves. But the jacket cover photo here is from the
scene which takes place in the Sala de la Palmera of the Cueva de
Campanet. In this scene Coplan and his men pursue the spies who
have kidnapped two of their agents and taken them for interrogation to
the cave. In the cave, two of the baddies and one girl spy are killed.
Coplan then proceeds to slap around the other girl spy, Lila, until he
learns that she is actually a double agent working for his boss. So he
tells her to carry on playing her role.
The photo here shows this encounter between Coplan (Ken Clark)
and Lila (Margit Kocsis) in front of the stalagmites of the Palacio de las Hadas.
This is perhaps one of the rarest French film music EPs. It is listed at over 200 Euros on the market (Perrot
2006) and in July 2012 it went on auction for 194 Euros ($245). (CollectorsFrenzy) Back in the mid 70s |
found a copy in a Parisian old record shop for 3 French francs, but it was later stolen when my apartment
was robbed and burned.

the walls of this Paleolithic art cave was reversed and used for the cover design
of this album. Other handprints from this cave were faintly reproduced on the
back cover of the liner notes booklet.
Also on the back cover of the liner notes booklet is the Paleolithic engraving of
the "dancing sorcerer" in the Grotte des Trois Fréres (Ariege, France) playing a
nasal flute is reproduced (in orange) in a montage, which also shows negative
hand prints from Cueva del Castillo, an engraved rhombus, and a scene of
drapery formations and a stalagmite in an unidentified cave, possibly Grotte de
Pech-Merle.
This same figure of the dancing sorcerer is reproduced (in black) on the dark maroon label of the CD disc
(see here under the section Picture Discs).
