MUSIC BACKGROUND:  

 
 According to one source Manuel de Falla first visited 
Granada while on vacation in 1907 (Orozco 1985) However no 
documentation could be found by Antonio Gallego (specialist on 
this work) to prove this visit. He was born in Cadiz in 1876 and 
certainly, at some point before moving to Paris in 1907, he would 
have visited Granada and probably also seen the gypsy dances 
in one of the artificial nightclub caves of Sacromonte just outside 
Granada.  

When El Amor Brujo was premiered at the Lara Theater in 
Madrid in 1915, the orchestra consisted of only ten instruments: a 
string quintet, flute, oboe, trumpet, French horn, and piano. This 
photo of Manuel de Falla dates to 1915. 
 ñIn 1924 Falla finished a transformation of El amor Brujo 
into a one-act 'ballet pantomímico'; it is in this version that the 

work is best known to this day. Published by Chester, the ballet was given in Paris the next year.ò 
(Anon. 2016) This one act ballet is divided into two parts both taking 
place inside a cave. The first part (cuadro) is entitled, ñLa cueva de 
los gitanos,ò [The Cave of the Gypsies] and the second part; ñLa 
cueva de la bruja,ò [The Witchôs Cave]. The famous dancer, Antonia 
Mercé, is shown in front of cave set in 1925 

Manuel de Falla described the stage setting ï ñLa acción se 
desarrolla en el interior de una cueva de gitanos andaluces. Reina 
un ambiente de brujeria y misterio. Es la noche. En el fondo de la 
cueva y por un hueco que le sirve en entrada, se ve un camino 
iluminado por la lunaé. La cueva se ilumina con luz misteriosa y el 
Espectro aparece.ò (de Falla 1922) [The action takes place inside a 
cave of Andalusian gypsies. An atmosphere of witchcraft and 
mystery reigns. It is night. At the back of the cave and through a hole 
that serves as the entrance, you see a path illuminated by the 
mooné The cave is illuminated with mysterious light and the Specter 
appears.]  

Some of the recorded versions listed below may not include the second movement mood 
piece, En la Cueva ï La noche (In the Cave ï The Night), which comes in right after, Introducción 
y escena (Introduction & Scene). All complete versions of the ballet would include this piece but it 
might be omitted from a partial interpretation released on one side of a 10-inch (25 cm) disc.

The titles given here for the ballet and this particular 
excerpt, whether in Spanish, English, or French, are not 
necessarily the exact titles found on the label of the records 
in question. When uncertain the title is enclosed in 
parenthesis.
